Inclusion and Exclusion :

Inclusion is the act of including and exclusion is the act of excluding. Therefore these two words are not an indicative of state like visibility (shown or hidden). This means that the states are actually "included" and "not included".

Include, exclude 

Include, exclude and occlude are three words that are related but have different meanings. We will examine the definitions of the word include, exclude and occlude, where these words came from and some examples of their use in sentences.

Inclusion:

Include means to make something a part of a set or make something a part of a whole, to enclose something, to add someone into an activity or allow them a privilege. Related words are includes, included, including, inclusion. The word include is derived from the Latin word includere, which means to shut in or enclose.

Inclusion Sentence Examples

1 He approved of the inclusion of M. 

2 The inclusion of Portuguese and French possessions would add about 350,000 to the Christian total.

3 This scheme must allow of the Council selecting at least a majority of the committee, and must provide for the inclusion of experts and women

Exclusion:

Exclude means to keep something separate, to not allow someone into an activity or not allow someone a privilege, to take something out of consideration. Related words are excludes, excluded, excluding, exclusion. The word exclude is derived from the Latin word excludere, meaning to shut out or keep out.

Exclusion Sentence Examples

1Yet he didn't seem too affected by a life of pain, exclusion, and conflict.

2The Catholic Church has more wisely left physicians in possession, and elevated the anointing of the sick into a sacrament to be used only in cases of mortal sickness, and even then not to the exclusion of the healing art.
