A reference iIs information about a source from which
iInformation in your text has been retrieved.

In the text:

Two-thirds of Pompeli has now been excavated (Berry,
2007, p. 41)

In the list of references:

* Etc...
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Quotation

A direct quotation reproduces someone else’s
words exactly as they were written or spoken.

Remember that direct quotations must either
be enclosed within quotation marks or indented
(depending on their length).

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Paraphrase

Paraphrasing involves reformulating someone else’s
words. You should preferrably change both vocabulary
and word order, and rewrite it using your own words.
Be careful, however, not to distort the original meaning.

EXAMPLE: Kloster (2003, p. 10) writes in his doctoral
thesis that the single life that exists in late modern
society is a consequence of the democratisation of the

private realm.

A list of reference (also called a bibliography) must be
Included at the end of your essay.
